In recent months, the Brookline Police Department has been participating in training to address the
growing number of calls we receive involving members of our community on the Autism spectrum.
Typical calls for service include:

» Aggression towards themselves or others

* Missing children or adults

* Misinterpreted caregiver actions

* Medical emergencies for accompanying conditions (seizures, etc.)
+ Retail settings/suspicious activity

* School disturbances

* Victimization of person on the spectrum

The attached form is an attempt to balance your right for privacy with our desire to handle calls as
efficiently and safely as possible. Your participation is entirely voluntary, and we encourage you to
complete the form to the extent that you feel comfortable doing so. This information will be kept in
a closed public safety file, and will be used only in the event that we receive a call for service to any
addresses given, or a member of our police, fire or emergency medical staff encounters the participant
as a result of a call for service. Please feel free to make copies and distribute these forms to anyone
who we may have missed (a similar program is already in place for our elderly residents, and calls for
this program should be directed to Officer Jim Reardon x2786.) If you have any questions or
concerns regarding this program, please contact Officer Katie McDermott in the Brookline Police
Department Community Service Division at (617) 730-2609, or via email at
Katherine McDermott@town.brookline.ma.us Forms should be returned to:
